READING, CONSIDERATION AND ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF 48th ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING.

Minutes of the 48th AGM held at Nigerian Airforce Conference Center, FCT, Abuja was read by The Assistant General Secretary, Bldr. Idris Abubakar Saddiq, FNIOB.

Past President, Bldr. Dacholom D. Jambol, FNIOB observed that the issue of Financial clearance with the EFCC was not properly captured. The President, Bldr. Kenneth Nduka, FNIOB noted that the issue will be properly handled.

The motion for the adoption of the amended minutes was moved by Bldr. Nwoko Collins, MNIOB from Imo State Chapter and was seconded by Bldr. Ayo Akinpade, MNIOB from Oyo State Chapter.

REPORT FROM ELECTORAL COMMITTEE

The Chairman of the Committee, Bldr. Mrs Bolarinwa Iyabode, FNIOB was called on to make presentation on the Electoral process, she was joined by Committee Members which include;

In the report, the election process was read out and the list of Contestants was read out. The list of disqualified Contestants were also read out and the reasons for their disqualification which include;

1. Bldr. Aladeloba Adesina, FNIOB vying for the post of 2nd Vice President was disqualified for violating Art 14(iii)(e) of the NIOB Constitution.
2. Bldr. Olaofe Olakunle, MNIOB vying for the post of Honorary General Secretary was disqualified for violating Art 14(iii)(e ) of the NIOB Constitution.
3. Bldr. Samalia Adamu, MNIOB vying for the post of Assistant General Secretary was disqualified for violating Art 14(iii) (e ) and (xxii) of the NIOB Constitution.
4. Bldr. Adeoye Thomas, FNIOB vying for the post of Financial Secretary was disqualified for violating Art 14 (xxii) of the NIOB Constitution.
5. Bldr. Dr. Omale Apochi, FNIOB vying for the post of Registrar was disqualified for violating Art 14 (iii) (e ) of the NIOB Constitution.
6. Bldr. Daniel Sani, MNIOB vying for the post of Publicity Secretary was disqualified for violating Art 14 (v) of the NIOB Constitution.
The President commended the Committee for a work well done and opined that the Committee report should be accepted and that the affected/disqualified Contestants should seek peace and accept the outcome of the Committee. He further advised that the growth and progress of the Institute should always be paramount always.

The Committee commenced with reading out the Electoral process and the following reactions/observations followed
1. Bldr. Adelaja Adekanmbi, FNIOB, Lagos State Chapter Chairman adviced that dossiers for contestants were read out and the contestants were not given the floor to comment. The President noted that the floor will be opened for reactions after the report presentation.

2. Bldr. Onabekun Isiaka,MNIOB from FCT Chapter opined that the Electoral Committee process lacked integrity and that the process should be stopped to avoid litigation against the Institute.
3. Bldr.Ugo Ohuabunwa, FNIOB Noted that Electoral Committee report is not a subject for AGM discussions and hence called for the continuation of the Election process.

4. Bldr. Barr. Tunde Osinubi,MNIOB advised that the aggrieved parties be heard from to express their pleasure or displeasure.

The aggrieved parties were further called out for their various expressions

1. Bldr. Adeoye Thomas, FNIOB stated that he submitted a complete set of documents as requested by the Committee. He is not aware of a New Performance Evaluation Form as he submitted all documents.
2. Bldr. Dr. Omale Apochi, FNIOB noted that they were irregularities in the Article and quoted section relating to his disqualification.
3. Bldr. Olaofe olakunle, MNIOB stated that in his documents, it is clearly stated where he served as a state Chapter executive and the evidence is submitted. The Committee still maintained that no such document was submitted. He was requested to look at his submitted documents; he looked at it and claimed that a document was missing.

4. Bldr. Samaila Adamu, MNIOB stated that as contrary to the Committee’s report, his Nominator is financially up to date. He quoted that the said payment was made on 21st May, 2019. He noted that the accounting records should be updated.

5. Bldr. A. S Idris, FNIOB stated that he submitted NIOB and CORBON Certificates. On the issue of his Nominators, he noted that they are yet to be inducted as their induction will take place later in the day.
6. Bldr. Daniel Sani, MNIOB noted that his Nominator is a financial Corporate Member of the Institute and that there was no CORBON provision.

The Committee was asked if there were any provision on CORBON Membership for Nominators. The Committee answered that it is written on page 2 of the Nomination form and on Article 14 of the Constitution.

7. Bldr Aladeloba Adesina, FNIOB stated that he was a State Executive in Lagos State. He said it was stated in his Performance Evaluation Form. His Form was read out but it was not stated in the Performance Evaluation Form. The Committee still noted that there is no evidence in his submission where he stated that he served as a State Executive. His submitted document was read out and they were no where it was stated. Bldr. Aladeloba Adesina claimed that his document was not complete.
After a series of deliberations, A Committee of Past Presidents Present, CORBON Registrar and Chairman, College of Fellows was set up and they were mandated to work with the Electoral Committee and review the Electoral Committee report on Contestants disqualification. They include;

The Motion for the adoption of the Report for discussion was moved by Bldr. Dauda Buratai, Osho, FNIOB, from Borno State Chapter and seconded by Bldr Abbass Moroof, FNIOB from Lagos State Chapter.

EXTERNAL AUDITORS REPORT

The External Auditors report was read by Mr Kayode Lawani on behalf of Mr Babatunde J. Kolawole who was unavoidably absent.

From his report, the highlights

a) Increase in Revenue

b) Surplus

The Motion for the adoption of the Report for discussion was moved by Bldr. Ayenuga Victor, MNIOB, from Lagos State Chapter and seconded by Bldr Adetoysehe, MNIOB from FCT Chapter.

Reactions

Bldr. Oshuporu E. Olasunkanmi, MNIOB noted that they are discrepancies between the External Auditors report and the Financial Secretary’s report.

1. There is no documentation on the Institutes Shares and investments; the President still maintained that there is no record of the Institutes Shares and Investments but that modalities are still in motion to get those records. 

2. Bldr Mrs Adelaja,MNIOB reacted on the revenue on pages 56, 57 and 115. She noted that the summation of the surplus was not even, she called for proper reconciliation of all items and proper narration of expenditures carried out. The financial Secretary was requested to make proper narratives on on all items subsequently.
3. Bldr Adesanya Femi, MNIOB from Lagos State Chapter noted on page 97 and 100 noted that land was captured and he asked if it was an asset and that why was it captured under depreciation, the External Auditor responded that they don’t value Land and that the Institute should value the land and give the accurate figures.

4. Bldr. Olatunde Jaiyesimi, FNIOB from Lagos State Chapter noted that the names of Members who passed away were not read out. The President noted that the names were read out but was not comprehensive enough. Subsequently a comprehensive list will be produced.

5. Bldr. Onabekun Isiaka, MNIOB from FCT Chapter noted that he observed that there is no scheme for members welfares pertaining to health, accidents and death etc. The president replied that such matters of Members Welfare is an AGM issue and that it should be captured properly through the right channel to the AGM to reflect as an Agenda.

6. Bldr. Mrs Adenike Sa’aid, FNIOB from Lagos Chapter referred to page 8, viii, item 1 asked for further clarification if the Constitution was to be amendment was to be made? The President respondent that it was a valedictory speech and that he saw some lacuna, he just brought it out for members notice. Further actions can be taken by members if they deem it fit.

7. Bldr. Barr. Tunde Osinubi, MNIOB from FCT Chapter observed that the review of Annual dues. He noted that Members are not insured. He noted that Annual dues should be graduated based on years of Induction to Members and years of Practice. The President responded that it’s actually a challenge. He further stated that Members don’t pay up Annual dues as due. He advised that Membership drive should be utmost and ways of retaining them should be incorporated into the system.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

THINK TANK COMMITTEE

The President noted that the Committee was setup to come with working modalities for the Institute. He called on the Secretary of the Committee to read out the report.

The Secretary, Bldr. Barr. Tunde Osinubi, MNIOB read the report

Highlights

1. To provide the functional framework for unbundling Professional services options within the Building Industry for Builders.

2. CORBON Act

3. Areas of Employment as a Builder

4. Restructuring of NIOB Secretariat

5. Elected Officers should be Inducted and properly Orientated on the Functions of the Institute.

The President called on Members who have innovative ideas to send it to the Committee to improve the outcome of their decisions.

HOSTING RIGHTS FOR BUILDERS CONFERENCES.

The 1st Vice President, Bldr Kunle Awobodu, FNIOB solicited that 2021 hosting rights be given to Lagos State. It was unanimously accepted.

Bldr. Dele Akinyan, MNIOB Chariman of Ondo state requested for 2020 hosting rights to be given to Ondo State, Akure. It was unanimously accepted.

A member observed that previously a decision was taken that hosting for Builders Conference for 2 years should be known at intervals. The President reacted that it was so but that in 2017 no state offered to host 2018 Builders Conference.

DATES FOR BUILDERS CONFERENCE

Bldr. Sunday Wusu, FNIOB suggested 3rd week in August, 17th -21st, 2020 so as to enable Christian Members attend Convention and other activities. Bldr. Suggested 3rd week of August, 2020 so as to enable Muslims Members celebrate Sallah.

Bldr. Aliyu Dada, FNIOB suggested 4th Week in August and it was turned down. Bldr. Bammeke Akinola, MNIOB suggested last week of July and it was turned down.

Bldr. Anejo Joseph, MNIOB suggested that as resolved previously AGM dates should be at the First and Second Week of the August so as to enable Salary earners attend.

For 2020, the tentative date is 17th -21st August, 2020.

AOB

Bldr. Adekanmbi Adelaja, FNIOB solicited for the inclusion of young Builders in the composition of think tank Committee for more innovative ideas. The President advised that ideas and suggestions should be sent to the Committee for discussion and implementation.

Bldr Adetoye, MNIOB advised for presence of a medical desk during the Builders Conference. He also suggested that Publicity and Courtesy visits should be taken seriously. 

Bld Wahab O, MNIOB  requested that the Institute to conduct Induction for Building Graduates before they graduate. He noted that a proposal was received from Obafemi Awolowo University, Ile Ife for induction of Building Graduates. The HGS reacted that there is a policy on induction of graduate Members and it is being carried out when invitation is received.

Bldr. John Ugwoeri, MNIOB raised the issue of a Member who wrote NIOB examinations and failed 5 papers out of the 6 papers but was issued a letter to proceed for Oral interview. He asked for clarity on the subject matter. The Registrar, Bldr. Christian Eze, FNIOB reacted that this issue has been submitted to the Council for deliberations. He observed that he will not be part of the next Council and so wants to hand the issue to the incoming Council. Several observations were raised concerning the issue and that it’s not an AGM discussion matter and as such should be referred to the incoming Council for further actions.

Bldr. Barr. Tunde Osinubi , MNIOB observed Conference nags were not branded. He advised that in future they should be branded.

A Member Observed that the event management for the Conference was poorly done. He observed that registration was poorly done and the materials in the Conference bags were not complete. He urged for better organisation. The HGS reacted to this, he noted that the online registration is a new method and may have hitches. He apologized to members and urged them to bear with the Institute on this and that a better method will be consolidated subsequently.

Bldr. Mrs Adenike Sa’aid, FNIOB noted that proper scheduling of programmes and activities should be done and sectional Meetings should not take over the main programme of the Conference.

Bldr. Aliyu Yusuf Dada, FNIOB spoke on behalf of Builders in Construction. He stated that the section wants a representative in the Council.

The Committee that was set up to look into the Electoral Committee report were called forward for their presentation. Past President, Bldr Dacholom D. Jambol, FNIOB presented the report. In his report, he state that the Committee was appointed to intervene and review the report submitted by the Electoral Committee. the report read thus
